 [image: image1.jpg]Objective: All Griffin Middle School students will demonstrate appropriate break fast
behaviors and follow appropriate breakfast procedures including obtaining, eating, and
cleaning up after the meal. Students who take advantage of the breakfast program at
Griffin must adhere to a set of expectations, which will allow all who participate to have
a calm and healthy environment, efficient use of a short period of time, and have a
pleasant meal. ;

Point 1: All students who eat breakfast are to exit the buses and proceed directly to the
cafeteria. Breakfast service begins at 8:45 am and ends promptly at 9:05 am. Students
are not to stop at the bathrooms (unless it is an emergency), go to homeroom before
reporting to breakfast, go to the band room, go to the school store, socialize in the

hallways, or attend to any other errand (i.e. lockers). If a student goes to homeroom,
they must stay in homeroom and not wander the hallways. Students must have a

signed pass (signed agenda) for any other reason to leave homeroom. Students that have
been in the school and have been in intramurals, in tutoring, or involved in some other
similar activity, need to monitor the time and get in the breakfast line no later than 8:55
AM. Note: Because breakfast time is brief and we need to feed as many as 1000
students within 20 minutes, breakfast will be SILENT.

Point 2: Upon entering the cafeteria, students must refrain from talking and proceed to
one of the two breakfast lines. If students continue to talk, laugh, disrupt breakfast, or
disregard the directions of any GMS staff member, they will be asked to leave the
cafeteria and further disciplinary action may be taken. When students are in line, they
need to get all necessary supplies such as spoons, napkins, milk, juice, breakfast foods,
etc. Once students use the key pad to enter their lunch number, they then take all
breakfast items and sit in the designated/appropriate area for their grade. Students will sit
in their grade level area in EVERY OTHER SEAT. Students are expected to be polite
and use good manners with the cashier and at the tables. Once seated, students do not
get up for breakfast supplies or move to another seat unless requested by/approved
of by a breakfast monitor. If you need anything, raise your hand! Students will then
eat their breakfast silently in preparation for their school day. Students are expected
to follow any and all adult’s and/or supervisor’s directions when they are given the first
time.

Point 3: When students finish breakfast, they are responsible for picking up all remaining

food and trash and disposing of it in the trash cans. Be sure to check the table, around
your seat, and the floor under your area for any waste items. Students will use a spray
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[image: image2.jpg]bottle and paper towel to wash their area/table off. Then students report to homeroom
immediately.

Point 4: Students need to monitor their time as school begins at 9:15 and all students
should be finished, including clean up, by 9:05 am. All students must be in homeroom by
9:15 am.

Review questions:

1. Where do you go when you arrive at school and plan to eat breakfast?
2. What time are students supposed to be in homeroom?

3. Who is responsible for cleaning up after breakfast? Explain how this is
accomplished.

4. Name all the items you should pick up while you are in line.
5. Demonstrate an appropriate response to any adult, who has given an instruction
during breakfast. For example, what will you say if the cashier says, “You need to

bring money tomorrow” or “Please clean up after yourself.”

6. If you enter breakfast talking and socializing with your friends, what are some
possible consequences?
