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(Where to go in the mornings and how to behave when you get there)

Objective: Students will explain the appropriate procedures and/or behaviors for
morning’s arrival. Student safety is very important! To ensure safety, we have a plan
that includes certain procedures that must be followed at all times.

Point 1: School doors are unlocked at 8:00 AM each morning. Students must enter
Griffin through the set of doors leading in from the bus loading/unloading zone (back of
building near band room). Upon entering the building, students are to immediately report
to the cafeteria for study hall, sit down, stay put, and remain there until dismissed to go to
homeroom at 8:45 AM. Do not run around the cafeteria, visiting friends from one table to
another. Voices are to be kept low and quiet. Some students use this time to study or
prepare for their day. It is not appropriate to disturb their study time. Students are NOT
TO BE IN ANY OTHER PLACE IN OR OUTSIDE OF THE BUILDING
WITHOUT A WRITTEN PASS (SIGNED AGENDA) FROM THE MORNING
STUDY HALL MONITOR! If a student is found in any other part of the building
without a signed pass or signed agenda, he or she is subject to disciplinary action for
being out of area. Note: If a student has made arrangements to be in another part of the
building before 8:45, to take a make-up test, get extra help, or practice their instrument
for example, he/she must have a signed pass or agenda from that teacher, which the
student must receive the day before.

Point 2: If students are going to attend morning intramurals, they report to the cafeteria
at 8:00 AM and the coach will come get them and take them to Gym I or I. All band and
orchestra students are to report directly to the cafeteria as well and remain there until the
teacher comes to get them. No one hangs out in the hallway or restroom or wanders the
building or school grounds! All other students arriving after 8:00 am will remain in study
hall/cafeteria until breakfast or homeroom at 8:45 am. (Silent Breakfast will be served
from 8:45 until 9:05 am.)

Point 3: All students, after arriving on campus, MAY NOT LEAVE campus for any
reason. You are not to walk to Quick-Trip, to a neighbor’s house, across the street, to
the church parking lot, or any other location! YOU MUST STAY ON CAMPUS. This
applies even if you arrive before the doors are open at 8:00 AM. If you leave campus,
you will be subject to disciplinary action. It is a serious safety issue.
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1. What time are the doors unlocked in the morning?

2. Upon entering the building, where should all students immediately go?

3. What time will students be dismissed from the cafeteria to go to homeroom or
breakfast? If a student arrives at school at any time between 8:01 and 8:45, what
should he/she do? Will he/she be allowed to go to intramurals?

4. If a student wants to ask a teacher a question concerning class work or tutoring
(etc.), what should be done to allow this to happen?

5. What can a student do in the cafeteria if they have no homework to occupy the
time there?

6. List as many reasons you can think of to answer the following questions. Defend
your reasoning.

Scenarios:

1. You arrive at 8:25 for school. What are you supposed to do? What are you
NOT supposed to do?

2. You arrive at school before 8:00 AM. What are you suppose to do? What are
you NOT suppose to do?
