 [image: image1.jpg]Objective: Students will explain how to and the importance of moving through the halls
in an orderly fashion.

Point 1: One of the most important responsibilities in any public building is the safety of
those who learn or work there. In a school, safety is always a priority for the students and
staff; therefore, when large groups of students move through the halls on their way to
classes, lunch, or for dismissal, certain procedures need to be followed. These procedures
are for the safety, welfare, and efficient management of a school.

Point 2: When students are in a crowded or empty hallway for any reason, they must
always stay to the right of the hall. It is not appropriate to walk down the center or the
left side of the hallway. Walking to the right provides for smooth and safe transitions for
everyone. It is equally important for everyone in the hall to use quiet voices. There are
classes being conducted in classrooms throughout the school and hallway noise can be
disruptive and disrespectful for the learning of others. Loud talking, laughing, playing, or
running in the hallways can disrupt teaching and learning, so it is always important to use
quiet voices at all times.

Point 3: It is especially important when entire classes are moving through hallways
that all students walk quietly in a single or double file line while staying to the right.
Students should stay behind the first person in the line and in front of the last person in
the line without large gaps. One arm’s length is a good measure to use. There is limited
space in some hallways and stairwells in the building, so it is required that all students
walk in a single file line. Walking is the speed limit. Do not run, skip, dance, or poke
along. Move directly to your destination at a quick pace. Additionally, while students are
walking through hallways, they should always keep their hands, feet, objects, and other
belongings to themselves. Students should never bang or tap on hallway walls, drag your
hands, pencils or other objects along the hallway walls, as the noise disrupts the learning
environment for those students in the classrooms behind those walls.

Point 4: When several students are in the hallway at the same time, students should not
walk side-by-side. It is appropriate to walk to the right because when adults or other
school visitors are in the building, they are not forced to move out of the way of an
oncoming class. Part of demonstrating respect toward adults is allowing them to have
space to walk in hallways. It is appropriate and courteous to share the space and move to
the right without being asked or reminded. It is also proper school etiquette to follow the
directions of any adult that you may pass while in the hallway. If an adult stops you and
asks you to identify yourself, please do so in a courteous manner.
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[image: image2.jpg]~ Point 5: While transitioning in the pod areas, students and teachers must travel in a one
way direction (counter clockwise) in order to ease traffic flow. That means when
students enter the pod area, they must proceed to the right until they reach their locker
or classroom even if it’s closer for students to cut across the pod to reach their next
destination. Don’t worry. It will take practice, but you’ll get used to it! Remember,
ALWAYS MOVE TO THE RIGHT!

Point 6: During locker breaks, students must proceed quickly and quietly to their lockers
during the designated times. As you only have four minutes during transition, do not use
this time to socialize, but stay to the right and if in a pod area, travel in the one way
direction (TO THE RIGHT!).

Point 7: When can I buy water from the water machine? Appropriate times to purchase
water are during transition on the way to homeroom, to lunch, or after connections. You
may not leave class to purchase water unless you have a doctor’s note indicating that you
need to drink water throughout the school day due to illness. In that case, you will still
need to have a signed agenda.

Review questions/scenarios:

1. You and three of your closest friends are walking in the Enrichment Hall. A
principal and a teacher are walking down the hallway toward you. What do you
do?

2. Class s in session and you have a pass to go to the restroom. On your way, you
see one of your friends in the hallway and you start talking quietly, then you get
louder and louder and soon you are talking too loud. A teacher looks outside his
classroom to see what the noise is all about. What should the students do?

3. Your whole class is moving to the library for a reading activity, while another
class is also in the hallway, headed in the opposite direction. What should both
classes do in order to get to their respective destinations?

4. You have just been dismissed from class in the pod area and you are proceeding
to your next class in another pod. How do you travel to get there?
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
