10 simple ways to promote the APBS conference

1.  Make a powerpoint slide that has the date, location, & web site and use it in all of your presentations and workshops

2. Make sure that any of your web-sites from affiliated projects have a direct link to the APBS web site for conference information

3. Forward the call for papers to everyone on your email distribution list

4.  End your email signature line with a promotional message. For example, Don’t miss this exciting event…The Second International PBS Conference, March 10-12, 2005 See www.apbs.org for more information 

5.  Put the call for papers on bulletin board in the College of Education, Psychology, Human Development, Special Education, Communication Disorders, etc.

6.  Encourage doctoral students to submit to a conference…make it a part of their course requirement …promote APBS as a good venue

7.  Contact teams who have conducted research or developed exemplary programs and encourage them to submit

8.  Begin asking your colleagues if they are going to go….

9.  When you talk about your lack of availability during conference week, make sure your colleagues know that you will be attending this exciting conference during that week

10.  When you see good presentations by others on related topics, hand them the call for papers and encourage them to submit
